EO 13423 — encourages agencies to obtain half of
the renewable energy from new sources and on-site
where feasible

EISA directed not less than 30% of hot water demand

in new buildings shall be from solar, if cost effective

Statement of Work
Work to be performed
Location of work to be done
Deliverable schedule
Applicable performance standards
Any special requirements
Evaluation Criteria
E.g. project plan for performing task
Price
Experience
Past Performance etc.
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GSA Schedule Ordering Procedures

Submit RFQ to GSA Schedule Holders

At or below micro-purchase threshold, place order
with any GSA Schedule Contractor that can meet
your needs

Above micro-purchase threshold, RFQ must be
sent to at least three GSA Schedule Contractors
that can meet your needs

Evaluate Responses and Place Task Order

Tip: Use GSA's e-Buy to electronically submit your RFQ.
